New rules for Works Cited entries

As of Spring 2009, the Modern Language Association has come out
with a 7th edition of their Handbook for Writers of Research Papers.

Some changes include:

Indicate format of source (Print, Web, DVD)

Italicize titles of complete works (books, journals, newspapers, etc.)
Include volume and issue number for scholarly publications

Include additional information for Web source entries

Do not include URLs for Web site sources unless requested by a
professor or when the source cannot be easily located without it

ADo not include URLSs for online sources unless requested by
professor or when source cannot be found easily without it

Alnclude the publisher of a Web site. If unavailable, write N.p.
Alf no publication date is given, write n.d. (No date)

IN-TEXT CITATIONS

In-text citations are inserted in the body of your research paper to briefly document the source of your
information. Brief in-text citations help the reader locate more complete information in the "Woaorks
Cited" list at the end of the paper.
